Current consultations 

Thank you to those individuals and organisations who have provided feedback on the Boards’ 
consultation on Guidelines for Supervisors and Supervisor training providers. The Board will now 
consider the feedback received and hopes to release the revised guidelines within the next few 
months.  

The Board continues to consult on the proposal to retire the 4+2 internship and the Professional 
Indemnity Insurance registration standard and would welcome any further feedback on these 
documents. Consultation documents are available on the Consultations page of the Board’s website.  

Proposal to retire the 4+2 internship
